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The Cultural Route “In the foot-steps of
St Paul” is based on the Apostle’s second
missionary journey in the Greek peninsula,
connecting religious tradition with histori-
cal evidence and archacological remains,
through references to the presence of Jews
and the imprint of Paul’s activity in the
carly Christian communities. Starting from
the island of Samorthrace, which he visited
coming from Minor Asia in the spring of
AD 50, one can visit the early Chistian
basilica of Palaiopolis, built at the site from
which he departed.

From there we sail to the city of Kavala
(ancient Neapolis), to which he disem-
barked on his way to the Macedonian
inland. From Kavala starts the route for
pilgrims and travelers to the archacological
site of Philippi, where one can visit the
Roman Forum where he walked, the
so-called “prison”, as well as the Zygaktis
river where the first Christian, Lydia,
was baprtised. In Amphipolis, ac the
northwestern edge of Mt Pangaion, visitors
can stand next to the gates of the ancient
walls which the Apostle crossed during his
brief sojourn. Following the Apostolic
route one can visit the muratio (changing
station) of the via Egnatia at Asprovalca, the
modern bema of St Paul at Apollonia, next
to lake Volvi, and Thessalonica. In the city
one can admire the Letacan gate of the city
walls, through which Paul likely entered
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the city, the Roman Forum, the Vlatadon
monastery, erected on a site where
the Apostle preached, according to the
local tradition and some of the oldest basil-
icas in the city centre. After Thessalonica
Paul visited Berea (modern Veroia); the
urban route starts from the Royal gate of
the city walls, through which he entered the
city, reaching the modern Jewish syna-
gogue built likely on top of the ancient
edifice, ending at the Opsician gate from
where pilgrims and cravellers can either
walk, cycle or drive to the port of Pydna at
the Pieria seashore, following his route.

Our next stop is Athens, where Paul arrived
by boat. We focus on the site of Ancient
Agora, where he spoke with philosophers,
and the Areopagus, where he delivered his
famous speech refering to the “unknown
God”. From the ancient port of Cenchreac
and the carly Christian basilica starts a
third route suitable for hickers and vehicles
heading towards the Bema in the archaco-
logical site of Ancient Corinth, the Erastus’
inscription ac the theatre and the Jewish
exhibits of the muscum. The Cultural Route
ends at Nicopolis in Preveza, the great
Roman city which Paul intended to visit by
the end of his life.
